If you load paper in the rear or front push tractor, you can use
the tear-off feature to advance your continuous paper to the
printer’s tear-offedge whenyou finish printing. Then you can
easily tear off printed sheets and save paper normally lost
between documents.

O Use the paper release lever to change the paper path
without removing continuous paper from the tractors.

Available Paper Paths

Your printer provides a variety of paper paths for printing on
continuous and single-sheet paper. As described below, paper
can be fed into the printer from the top, front, bottom, or rear. You
can select the paper path that best suits your current printing
needs.
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Printing on continuous paper

You can choose from three tractor positions (front push, rear
push, and pull) and three paper entry slots (front, rear, and
bottom) for continuous paper printing. This section helps you
determine which paper paths and tractor positions are best for
your continuous paper printing needs. See the appropriate
sections in Chapter 2 for tractor installation and paper loading
instructions.

Using a push tractor

If you often need to tear off sheets of continuous paper (for
example, if you are printing purchase orders or sales slips), it is
best to use a push tractor. This allows you to use the printer’s tear-
off edge to easily tear off printed sheets of continuous paper at
the perforation. Also, when continuous paper is loaded on a push
tractor, you can load single sheets of paper from the paper guide
without removing the continuous paper from the tractor.

There are two push tractor positions: front and rear. The tractor
is installed in the front push and rear push positions when the
printer is shipped. See the table below for details about the push
positions and the corresponding paper-feeding paths.

O Always load multi-part forms with seven parts (one original plus
six copies) from the front or bottom slot onto the pull tractor.

O The rear push tractor cannot be removed.

Using the push and pull tractors in combination

You can improve paper feeding and reduce paper jams by using
two tractors at the same time. This is especially helpful for
printing on continuous pre-printed forms, multi-part forms, or
labels, and for printing high-quality graphics. When using two
tractors in combination, you can load paper either in the front
paper slot both the front push tractor and the pull tractor, or in
the rear paper slot with both the rear push tractor and the pull
tractor.

Loading paper in the top slot

You can load ordinary single sheets, single-sheet multi-part
forms, envelopes, or postcards in the top slot.

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Unpacking the Printer

printer software disk, a Notice Sheet, and the following items:

Depending on your printer model, the power cord may be permanently
attached to the printer. Also, the shape of the power cord plug varies
depending on the country of purchase; be sure the plug you have is the
right one for your location.
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n Caution:

There are several models of the printer designed for different
voltages, and it is not possible to adjust the printer for use with
another voltage. If the label on the back of the printer does not
show the correct voltage for your country, contact your dealer.

You must remove all protective materials packed around and
inside your printer before you set it up and turn on the power.
Follow the directions on the Notice Sheet (packed with the
printer) to remove these materials. A screwdriver has been
provided for removing the transportation screw.

Save all packing and protective materials, including the
transportation screw and the protective locking clips on the paper
tension unit, in case you need to ship the printer in the future.

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Choosing a Place for the Printer

Follow the guidelines below when selecting a location for your
printer.

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Installing or Replacing the Ribbon Cartridge

EPSON recommends the use of genuine EPSON ribbon cartridges
(S015091). Products not manufactured by EPSON may cause
damage to your printer not covered by warranties.

If a tractor is installed in the pull position, you need to remove it
and install the paper tension unit as described on page 2-32 before
using the front push tractor.

To reinstall the tractor in the front push position, follow these
steps:

1. Make sure the printer is turned off.
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2. Open the front paper guide by pulling the tab at the center
of the guide. Then remove the guide by grasping both sides
and pulling it straight out of the printer.

3. Insert the tractor into the printer’'s mounting slots and press
down both ends of the tractor to make sure that it is firmly
seated.

You are now ready to load continuous paper onto the front push
tractor as described in the next section. To remove the tractor,
see*“Removing the front push tractor” on page 2-18.
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Using the Tractor in the Pull Position

Using the tractor in the pull position is ideal for printing on thick
and heavy continuous paper, such as multi-part forms or
continuous paper with labels. However, you cannot use the tear-
off feature with the pull tractor.

Because thick paper requires a straight paper path to avoid paper
jams, you should load paper in the front or bottom slot when
using the pull tractor.

n Caution:

Do not load continuous paper with labels in the rear paper slot;
the labels may come off their backing sheet inside the printer and
cause a paper jam.

To further reduce the chance of paper jams and improve the
performance of continuous paper, you can use two tractors in
combination. When using this printing method, load the paper
onto both the front push tractor and the pull tractor, or both the
rear push tractor and the pull tractor. See “Using two tractors in
a push/pull combination” on page 2-29.

Installing the tractor in the pull position

To install a tractor in the pull position, you must either remove
the front push tractor or purchase the optional pull tractor
(C800330). To remove the front push tractor, see “Removing the
front push tractor” on page 2-18.

Note:
The tractor in the rear push position cannot be removed.

To install a tractor in the pull position, follow these steps:

1. Make sure the printer is turned off. Then lift the printer cover
up and off the printer.
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2. Push up the tabs on each side of the paper tension unit and
lift the unit up and off the printer. Store the paper tension unit
in a safe place.

3. Lower the tractor into the printer’s mounting slots and press
down both ends of the tractor to make sure that it is firmly
seated.
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You are now ready to load continuous paper onto the pull tractor
as described in the next section. To remove the pull tractor, see
“Removing the pull tractor” on page 2-31.

Loading paper onto the pull tractor

When using the pull tractor, load continuous paper in the front
or bottom slot, if possible; loading paper in the rear slot may
increase the chance of a paper jam.

n Caution:

Do not load continuous paper with labels in the rear paper slot;
the labels may come off their backing sheet inside the printer and
cause a paper jam.

To load paper onto the pull tractor, follow these steps:

1. Make sure the printer is turned off, and the printer cover is
removed. Also check that the tractor is installed in the pull
position.

2. Slide the edge guides to the middle of the paper guide. Lift
the center section of the paper guide up and lay it flat.

3. Setthe paper release lever to the pull tractor position. Set the
paper thickness lever to the proper position for your paper’s
thickness.
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4. Release the left and right sprockets by pulling the sprocket
lock levers forward.

5. Slide the left sprocket to the left margin of the paper using the
scale on the paper guide as a guide. (Printing starts at the
arrow mark.) Then push the lever back to lock it in place.

Note:
See Appendix C, “Paper alignment” and “Printable area” for more

information on the left margin position.

6. Slide the right sprocket to match the width of your paper, but
do not lock it. Move the paper support midway between the
two sprockets as shown above.
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Make sure your paper has a clean, straight edge. Then open
both sprocket covers.

Insert the paper into the front, bottom, or rear paper slot as
described below until it emerges between the platen and the
ribbon guide. Then pull up the paper until the perforation
between the first and second pages is even with the top of the
printer’s ribbon.

Before you load paper in the
front slot, remove the front
paper guide. Then load
paper printable side up.

Load paperin the bottom slot
printable side up (forward).

Before you load paper in the
rear slot, remove the paper
guide base. Then load paper
in the rear slot, printable side
down and attach the paper
guide base.

(To use the micro adjust feature, see Appendix 2, “Adjusting
the Top-of-Form Position”.) The printer will start printing at
the current position without advancing the paper.
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n Caution:

O Never use the knob to remove slack in the paper or to
adjust the top-of-form position; this may damage the
printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form position.

O Alwaysremoveany slack from the paper; otherwise print
quality may be reduced.

15. Attach the printer cover and close the paper guide cover.

The printer cannot print when the printer cover is open.

16. You may need to check and change the printer driver settings
as described in Chapter 4. Then send a print job to the printer.
The printer starts printing from the current position without
advancing the paper.

Removing the paper from the pull tractor

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Using two tractors in a push/pull combination

Toimprove continuous paper feeding and reduce paper jams, you
can use two tractors at the same time. When using two tractorsin
combination, you can load paper in the front paper slot onto both
the front push tractor and the pull tractor, or in the rear paper slot
onto both the rear push tractor and the pull tractor.

To use the front push tractor with the pull tractor, you need to
purchase the optional pull tractor (C800330). The tractor in the
rear push position cannot be removed. Install the optional pull
tractor as described in “Installing the tractor in the pull position”
on page 2-21.

To use the rear push tractor with the pull tractor, you can remove
the tractor from the front push position as described on page 2-18
and install it in the pull position as described on page 2-21.

Note:
The tractor in the rear push position cannot be removed.

To load paper onto two tractors, follow these steps:
1. Remove the printer cover and paper guide base.

2. Make sure one tractor is in the front or rear push position and
one tractor is in the pull position as described earlier in this
chapter.

3. Setthe paperrelease lever to either the front push or rear push
tractor position, depending on which push tractor you are
using. Set the paper thickness lever to the proper position for
your paper’s thickness.

4. Load continuous paper onto the front or rear push tractor as
described earlier in this chapter.
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10.

Turn on the printer. Press the Load/Eject button to advance
the paper to the top-of-form position. Then press the LF/FF
button until the perforation between the firstand second page
is even with the top of the printer’s ribbon.

n Caution:
Never use the knob to move the paper; this may damage the
printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form position.

Load the paper onto the pull tractor’s sprockets as described
in “Loading paper onto the pull tractor” on page 2-23.

Set the paper release lever to the pull tractor position. Then
remove any slack in the paper between the push and pull
tractors using the micro adjust feature (described on
“Adjusting the Top-of-Form Position” on page 2-39.) if
necessary.

Move the paper release lever back to the push tractor position
you set in step 2.

When the printer receives data, it will start printing at the
current position without advancing the paper. If necessary,
follow the steps in “Adjusting the Top-of-Form Position” on
page 2-39 to adjust the current position of the paper.

n Caution

O Never use the knob to remove slack in the paper or to
adjust the top-of-form position; this may damage the
printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form position.

O Alwaysremoveany slack from the paper; otherwise print
quality may be reduced.

Attachthe paper guide base. Then slide the edge guides to the
middle of the paper guide. Lift the center section of the paper
guide up and lay it flat.
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11. Attach the printer cover and close the paper guide cover.

Note:
The printer cannot print when the printer cover is open.

12. You may need to check and change the printer driver settings
asdescribed in Chapter 4. Then send a print job to the printer.
The printer starts printing from the current position without
advancing the paper. The printed pages are fed over the paper
guide toward the back of the printer.
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13. After you finish printing, open the paper guide cover; then
tear off the printed document at the perforation nearest the
paper exit slot.

To remove the paper from the tractors, follow the steps under
“Removing the paper from the pull tractor” on page 2-28.

Removing the pull tractor

To remove the tractor from the pull position, follow these steps:

1. Remove any paper loaded on the pull tractor as described on
page 2-28.

2. Turn off the printer. Then remove the printer cover and lift
the paper guide up and off the printer.
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3. Press the tractor’s lock tabs, tilt the tractor toward you, and
lift it off the printer.

4, Store the tractor in a safe place, or install it in the front push
position as described on page 2-12.

5. To replace the paper tension unit, lower it onto the printer’s
mounting pegs. Then press down both ends of the unit until
it clicks into place.
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6. Replacethe paperguidebaseand the printercover. Thenclose
the paper guide cover.

Loading Multi-Part Forms

You can use carbonless multi-part forms of up to seven parts (six
copies in addition to the original). Make sure you set the paper
thickness lever to the proper position based on the number of
layers in your form.

For best results with thick paper, such as multi-part forms, select
a straight or almost straight paper path. It is best to load multi-
part forms using:

O the front slot and the front push tractor
O the front or bottom slot and the pull tractor

Except for setting the paper thickness lever, you load multi-part
forms the same way you load ordinary continuous paper. For
details, see the sections on loading continuous paper earlier in this
chapter.

Note:

O Besureyour multi-part forms do not exceed 0.46 mm (0.018 inches)
in thickness for the printable area and 0.9 mm (0.035 inches) for the
perforated edges.

O Usemulti-partformsonly under normal temperature and humidity
conditions, as follows:
Temperature 15 to 25 °C (59 to 77 °F)
Humidity 30 to 60% RH

O Do not load paper that is damaged, curled, or wrinkled.
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Loading Continuous Paper With Labels

When printing on labels, use only the type of labels that are
mounted on continuous backing sheets with sprocket holes for
use with a tractor feeder. Do not try to print on single sheets with
labels because the printer may not feed labels on a shiny backing
sheet properly.

Thick paper, such as continuous paper with labels, requires a
straight or almost straight paper path. You can load labels in the
front (push tractor or pull tractor) or bottom (pull tractor) paper
slot; however, for best results, use the tractor in the pull position
and load paper in the front or bottom paper slot.

You load labels the same way you load ordinary continuous
paper, except you must set the paper thickness lever to 2 before
printing on labels. See “Loading paper onto the pull tractor” on
page 2-23 for more information.
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Caution:
O Do not load continuous paper with labels in the rear paper

slot because the paper path from the rear slot is curved; labels
may come off their backing sheet inside the printer and cause
a paper jam.

Never use the tear-off feature (by pressing the Tear Off/Bin
button or turning on the auto tear-off mode as described in
“About Your Printer’s Default Settings” in Chapter 5) to
feed continuous paper with labels backward; they may come
off their backing sheet and jam the printer.

Because labels are sensitive to temperature and humidity, use

them only under normal operating conditions, as follows:
Temperature  15t0 25°C (59 to 77 °F)
Humidity 30 to 60% RH

Do not load continuous paper with labels that is damaged,
curled, or wrinkled.

Do not leave labels loaded in the printer between jobs; they
may curl around the platen and jam when you resume
printing.
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Removing continuous paper with labels

To avoid peeling labels off the backing sheet and jamming the
printer, follow the steps below when you remove continuous
paper with labels from the printer.

1. Tear off the supply of continuous labels at the perforation
nearest the paper entry slot.

2. Holddownthe LF/FF button to eject the remaining labels from
the printer.

n Caution:

Never press the Load/Eject or Tear Off/Bin button. When fed
backward, labels can easily come off the backing sheet and cause
a paper jam.
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Switching Between Printing on Continuous Paper
and Printing on Single Sheets

You can easily switch back and forth between printing on
continuous paper with a push tractor and printing on single
sheets without having to remove or reload the continuous paper.

Switching to printing on single sheets

To switch from printing on continuous paper with the rear or
front push tractor to printing on single sheets, follow these steps:

Note:

O If continuous paper with labels is loaded in the printer, remove it
before switching to single-sheet printing. See “Removing
continuous paper with labels” on page 2-36.

O [Ifatractorisinthe pull position, remove any continuous paper from
it before switching to single-sheet printing. See “Removing the
paper from the pull tractor” on page 2-28.

1. Ifany printed pages remain in the printer, press the Tear Off/
Bin button to advance the paper to the tear-off position. Then
tear off the printed pages.

n Caution:

O Tear off your printed document before you press the
Load/Eject button in the next step. Reverse feeding
several pages at a time may cause a paper jam.

O Never use the knob to eject paper while the printer is on;
this may damage the printer or cause it to lose the tear-
off position.
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Press the Load/Eject button to feed the continuous paper
backward to the standby position. The paper is still attached
to the push tractor but is no longer in the paper path.

Load single sheets in the top or front paper guide as described
in Chapter 3.

Switching to printing on continuous paper

To switch from printing on single sheets to printing on continuous
paper with the front or rear push tractor, follow these steps:

1.

If a single sheet remains in the printer, press the Load/Eject
button to eject it.

n Caution:

Never use the knob to eject paper while the printer is on; this
may damage the printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form
position.

Make sure that the tractor is installed in the front or rear push
position. To install the tractor in the front position, see
“Reinstalling the tractor in the front push position” on page
2-19.

Load continuous paper onto the front or rear push tractor as
described earlier in this chapter.

The printer loads your continuous paper automatically when you
begin printing.
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Adjusting the Top-of-Form Position

The top-of-form position is the position on the page where the
printer starts printing. If your printing appears too high or low
on the page, you can use the micro adjust feature to adjust the top-
of-form position. Follow these steps:

n Caution:
Never use the knob to adjust the top-of-form position; this may
damage the printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form position.

Note:
O Your top-of-form position setting remains in effect until you change
it, even if you turn off the printer.

O Thetop margin setting made in some application software overrides
the top-of-form position setting you make with the micro adjust
feature. If necessary, adjust the top-of-form position in your
software.

1. Make sure the printer is turned on.

2. If necessary, load paper as described earlier in this chapter. If
you load paper onto a push tractor, press the Load/Eject
button to advance the paper to the current top-of-form
position.

3. Lift the printer cover up and off the printer.

4. Hold down the Pause button for about three seconds. The
Pause light starts flashing and the printer enters the micro
adjust mode.
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5. Pressthe LF/FF # button to move the top-of-form position up
on the page, or press the Load/Eject # button to move the
top-of-form position down on the page.

n Caution:

Never use the knob to adjust the top-of-form position; this
may damage the printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form
position.

Micro Adjust v 3sec
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Note:

O The printer has a minimum and a maximum top-of-form
position. If you try to adjust it beyond these limits, the printer
beeps and stops moving the paper.

O When the paper reaches the default top-of-form position, the
printer also beeps and stops moving the paper briefly. You can
use the default setting as a reference point when adjusting the
top-of-form position.
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To adjust the top-of-form position for continuous paper
loaded on the pull tractor, see the following example:

First mark a point 6.5 mm (0.26 inches) above the paper’s
perforation; then position the paper so that the mark is even
with the top edge of the plastic ribbon cover. This gives you
an 8.5 mm (0.33 inches) margin on the next page, meaning the
printer starts printing 8.5 mm (0.33 inches) below the
perforation. If you mark a point 5.5 mm (0.22 inches) above
the perforation, you get a 9.5 mm (0.37inches) margin on the

next page.
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6. Afteryousetthe top-of-form position, pressthe Pause button
to exit micro adjust mode.
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Advancing the Paper to the Tear-Off Edge

If you use the front or rear push tractor, you can use the tear-off
feature to advance your continuous paper to the printer’s tear-off
edge when you finish printing. You can then easily tear off the
printed document. When you resume printing, the printer
automatically feeds the paper back to the top-of-form position so
that you can save the paper normally lost between documents.

As described below, you can use the tear-off feature in two ways:
manually by pressing the printer’s Tear Off/Bin button, or
automatically by turning on the auto tear-off mode.

If the perforation between pages is not aligned with the tear-off
edge, you can adjust the position of the perforation using the
micro adjustfeature. See “Adjusting the tear-off position” on page
2-43.

n Caution:

Never use the tear-off feature (by pressing the Tear Off/Bin
button or turning on the auto tear-off mode as described below)
to feed continuous paper with labels backward; they may come off
their backing sheet and jam the printer.

Using the Tear Off/Bin button

After the printer finishes printing your document, check that the
Tear Off/Bin lights are not flashing. Then press the Tear Off/Bin
button. The printer advances the paper to the tear-off edge.

Note:

If the Tear Off/Bin lights are flashing, the paper is in the tear-off position.
If you press the Tear Off/Bin button again, the printer feeds your paper
to the next top-of-form position.
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Advancing the paper to the tear-off position
automatically

To automatically advance your printed documents to the tear-off
position, you need to turn on the auto tear-off mode and select
the appropriate page length for continuous paper in the default-
setting mode. For instructions, see “Changing default settings”
on page 5-9.

When auto tear-off is on, the printer automatically advances the
paper to the tear-off position whenever it receives a full page of
data or a form feed command followed by no more data.

Adjusting the tear-off position

If your paper’s perforation is not aligned with the tear-off edge,
you can use the micro adjust feature to move the perforation to
the tear-off position. Follow these steps:

Caution:
Never use the knob to adjust the tear-off position; this may
damage the printer or cause it to lose the tear-off position.

Note:
Your tear-off position setting remains in effect until you change it, even
if you turn off the printer.

1. Make sure the Tear Off/Bin lights are flashing (the paper is at
the current tear-off position). You may need to press the Tear
Off/Bin button to advance the paper to the tear-off position.

2. Open the paper guide cover.

3. Hold down the Pause button for about three seconds. The
Pause light begins flashing and the printer enters the micro
adjust mode.
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4. Pressthe LF/FF 8 button to feed the paper backward, or press
the Load/Eject # button to feed the paper forward, until the
paper perforation is aligned with the tear-off edge.

Note:

The printer has a minimum and a maximum tear-off position. I1f you
try to adjust the tear-off position beyond these limits, the printer
beeps and stops moving the paper.

5. After you set the tear-off position, press the Pause button to
turn off the micro adjust mode.

6. Tear off the printed pages.

When you resume printing, the printer automatically feeds the
paper back to the top-of-form position and begins printing.
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Using Single Sheets

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Page length for front tractor

This setting allows you to set the page length (in inches) for
continuous paper loaded on the front push tractor.

Page length for rear tractor

This setting allows you to set the page length (in inches) for
continuous paper loaded on the rear push tractor.

Skip over perforation

This feature is available only when continuous paper is selected.
When you select On, the printer provides a one-inch

(25.4 mm) margin between the last line printed on one page and
the first line printed on the next page. Because the program
margin settings in most applications override margin settings
made from the control panel, you should use this setting only if
you cannot set your top and bottom margins using your
application.

Auto tear off

When auto tear off is on and you are using continuous paper
with the front or rear push tractor, the printer automatically
advances the paper perforation to the tear-off position, where you
can easily tear off the printed pages. When the printer receives the
next print job, it automatically moves the unused paper back to
the top-of-form position and starts printing, so you can use all of
the next page.

When auto tear off is off and you are using continuous paper with
the front or rear push tractor, you need to move the perforation
to the tear-off position manually by pressing the Tear Off/Bin
button. See Chapter 2, “Advancing the Paper to the Tear-Off
Edge” for more information. (The tear-off feature is not available
for paper loaded on the pull tractor.)
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Auto line feed

When auto line feed is on, the printer accompanies each carriage
return (CR) code received with a line feed code. When this feature
is on, the print position moves to the beginning of the next line. If
the printer adds an extra line after every carriage return, select
Off.

Print direction

You can select auto print direction, bidirectional printing (Bi-D),
or unidirectional printing (Uni-D). Printing is normally

bidirectional; however, unidirectional printing allows for precise
vertical printing alignment, which is useful for printing graphics.

I/F (interface) mode

The printer comes with a built-in parallel, serial interface, and an
interface slot in which you can install one optional interface. For
information on using an optional interface, see page A-3.

If your printer is connected to only one computer, select Parallel,
Serial, or Optional for the interface mode, depending on the
interface you use. If your printer is connected to more than one
computer, select Auto (automatic) to allow the printer to
automatically switch between interfaces depending on which one
is receiving data.

Auto I/F (interface) wait time

This setting takes effect only if an optional interface is installed
and the auto interface mode is selected. This setting determines
how long the printer waits when it no longer receives data from
an interface before it checks whether a print job is being sent
through the other interface. You can specify 10 seconds or

30 seconds for the auto interface wait time.
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Software

When you select ESC/P, the printer operates in the EPSON ESC/
P mode. When you select IBM 2380 Plus, the printer emulates an
IBM printer.

Character table

You can selectamong 13 standard character tables as well astables
for 21 other countries. See Appendix C for character samples.

International character set for Italic table

You can select among several international character sets for the
Italic character table. Each character set contains eight characters
that vary depending on the country or language, so you can
customize the Italic table to suit your printing needs. See
Appendix C for character samples.

0 slash

The zero character has a slash (@) when this feature is on. It has no
slash (0) when this feature is off. The slash allows you to easily
distinguish between the uppercase letter “O” and a zero.

Input buffer

The input buffer stores up to 64KB of data sent from your
computer, freeing your computer for other tasks while the printer
prints. When the buffer is Off, the buffer cannot store data, so the
computer must wait for the printer to print each character before
it sends the next character.

Buzzer (beeper)

The printer beeps when an error occurs. (See page 7-2 for more
information on printer errors.) If you do not want the printer to
beep when an error occurs, turn this setting off.

Auto CR (carriage return)

This setting is available only in IBM 2380 Plus emulation mode.
When auto carriage return is on, each line feed (LF) code or
ESC Jcode is accompanied by a carriage return code. This moves
the print position to the beginning of the next line. If the printer
adds an extra line after every carriage return, select Off.

Baud rate

When you use the serial interface, you need to set the baud rate
or serial data transfer speed in bits per second (bps). The printer
communicates with your computer at the specified rate.

Parity

Set the parity (a method of error detection) for serial data transfer
if you are using the serial interface.

Check your computer manual or application program for the
correct parity setting. Your computer and printer should always
be set to the same parity setting.

IBM character table

This setting is available only in IBM 2380 Plus emulation mode.
When you select Table 1, hex codes 00H to 1FH and 80H to 9FH
of the character tables are used for the control codes. When you
select Table 2, hex codes 00H to 1FH are used for the control codes
and 80H to 9FH are used for characters. See Appendix C for
character samples.

To print the language selection and default-setting mode
instructions, you need three sheets of A4 or letter size single-sheet
paper, or three pages of continuous paper that is at least 279 mm
(11 inches) long and 210 mm (8.27 inches) wide.

Press the Font button to print the default-setting mode
instructions (two pages) in the language you selected.
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The printed instructions list the default settings you can
change, describe how to change them, and show you how the
control panel lights help you make settings.

Power supply problems

The control panel lights come on briefly, but then go off and

stay off.

Cause

What to do

The printer’s voltage rating
doesnot match the voltage of
your electrical outlet.

Check the printer and the outlet
voltage ratings. If the voltages do not
match, unplug the printer
immediately and contact your dealer.

‘\\ Warning:
Do not reconnect the power cord to an electrical outlet that has the wrong

voltage for your printer.

The printer does not work and the control panel lights are off
even though you turned on the printer.

Cause

What to do

The power cord is not
properly plugged into the
electrical outlet or your
printer.

Press the Operate button to turn off
the printer, and make sure the power
cord is firmly plugged into the
electrical outlet and the printer, if
necessary. Then press the Operate
button to turn on the printer.

The electrical outlet does not
work.

Use a different outlet.
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Single-sheet paper loading or feeding problems

The printer does not load single-sheet paper or does not feed

it properly.

Cause

What to do

The paper release lever is set
to a tractor position.

Set the paper release lever to the
single-sheet position. For more
information on setting the paper
release lever, see Chapter 2.

Continuous paper is in the
paper path.

Set the paper release lever to the
appropriate tractor position and press
the Load/Eject button to feed the
continuous paper to the standby
position.

If the self test results are satisfactory, the printer is working
properly and the problem probably results from your printer
driver settings, application settings, computer, or interface
cable. (Be sure to use a shielded interface cable.)

If the self test does not print properly, there is a problem with
the printer. See “Problems and Solutions” for possible causes
and solutions to the problem.

You can print a self test using either single sheets or continuous
paper. See Chapter 2 for instructions on loading continuous
paper, or Chapter 3 for instructions on loading single sheets.

Use continuous paper that is at least 241 mm (9.5 inches) wide or A4 or
letter size single-sheet paper.

To perform a self test, follow these steps:

Caution:

Whenever you turn off the printer, wait at least five seconds
before turning it back on; otherwise you may damage the
printer.

To run the test using the Draft font, hold down the LF/FF
button while you press the Operate button to turn on the
printer.

If you are an experienced user or a programmer, you can print a
hexadecimal dump to isolate communication problems between
the printer and your software program. In hex dump mode, the
printer prints all data received from the computer as hexadecimal
values.

You can printa hex dump using either single sheets or continuous
paper. See Chapter 2 for instructions on loading continuous
paper, or Chapter 3 for instructions on loading single sheets.

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To print a hex dump, follow the steps below.

To assemble the double-bin cut-sheet feeder
and load paper in the second-bin cut-sheet feeder, see the second-bin cut-
sheet feeder manual. See “Selecting the paper source (bin 1 or bin 2)”” on page
A-10 for instructions.

Note:
The second-bin cut-sheet feeder can be used in combination with the high-capacity
cut-sheet feeder only; you cannot use it separately.

Installing the high-capacity or double-bin cut-sheet
feeder

You install the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder and double-bin cut-sheet
feeder in the same way. Follow the steps below.

Note:
Before installing the double-bin cut-sheet feeder, assemble it as described in the
cut-sheet feeder manual.

Warning:

You will need to move the print head by hand before installing the cut-sheet
feeder. If you have just used the printer, the print head may be hot; let it cool
for a few minutes before touching it.

1. Make sure the printer is turned off.

Caution:

You will need to move the print head to the ribbon installation position
before installing the high-capacity or double-bin cut-sheet feeder.
Moving the print head while the printer is on may damage the printer.

2. Remove the paper guide base and printer cover. Slide the print head to
the ribbon installation position (the indented portion of the paper
tension unit) by hand.

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3. Press up the tabs on both sides of the paper tension unit and lift it up
and off the printer. If a tractor is installed in the pull position, remove
it as described on “Removing the pull tractor” on page 2-31. Store any
printer parts you remove in a safe place.

4. Holdthe cut-sheet feeder in both hands and fit the feeder’s notches over
the mounting posts on the printer as shown below. Then release the
latch levers and lower the cut-sheet feeder until it rests on the printer.

5. Insert the cable into the connector as shown above.
6. Replace the printer cover.

You are now ready to load paper in the cut-sheet feeder. To load paper in
the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder, see the next section. To load paper in the
second bin of the double-bin cut-sheet feeder, see the manual that comes
with the second-bin cut-sheet feeder. If you installed the double-bin cut-
sheet feeder, you need to select the paper source (bin 1 or bin 2) as described
on “Selecting the paper source (bin 1 or bin 2)” on page A-10.

To remove the cut-sheet feeder, reverse the steps above.
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Loading paper in the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder

You can load up to 150 ordinary single sheets, 25 plain bond envelopes, or
30 postcards in the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder. You can also load a stack
of single-sheet multi-part forms up to 15 mm (0.59 inches) thick in this feeder.

Follow the steps below to load paper in the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder.

Caution:
Do not load carbon paper or labels in the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder.

1. Openthe paperguide cover, and setthe paper release lever to the single-
sheet position. Also make sure the paper thickness lever (located under
the printer cover) is set to the proper position for your paper’s thickness.

2.

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3. Releasethe leftand right paper guides of the cut-sheet feeder by pulling
the lock levers forward.

paper guides

4. Holding the lower portion of the left paper guide, slide it until it is
aligned with the arrow mark on the back of the center support. Then
push the left lock lever backward to lock it in place. Holding the lower
portion of the right paper guide, slide it to match the width of your
paper, but do not lock it.

paper stacker

5. Slide the paper stacker midway between the paper guides as shown
above.
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6. Pull both paper set levers forward until the paper guides retract and
lock open to allow paper loading.

7. Take a stack of paper (up to 150 sheets of plain paper) and fan it.
Next, tap the side and bottom edges of the paper on a flat surface to
even up the stack.

8. Insert the paper stack printable side down along the left paper guide.

9. Adjust the right paper guide so that it matches your paper’s width.
Make sure the position of the guide allows the paper to move up and
down freely. Then push the lock lever backward to lock the paper guide.

10. Push back the paper set levers to clamp the paper against the guide
rollers.
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11. Move the cut-sheet feeder’s paper selection lever to the single-sheet
position, as shown below. Then lift up the center support and close the A
paper guide cover.

Note:
O  Always close the printer cover before printing. The printer does not print when
the cover is open.

0O  When the cut-sheet feeder is installed, you can still load single sheets one at a
time using the front paper slot.

The cut-sheet feeder automatically loads paper when the printer receives
data. Printed pages are stacked on the center support. If you need to eject a
sheet, press the Load/Eject button.

If the first printed line on your page appears too high or low, you can adjust
its position using the micro adjust feature. See “Adjusting the Top-of-Form
Position” on page 2-39.

Caution:
Never use the knob to adjust the top-of-form position; this may damage the
printer or cause it to lose the top-of-form position.
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Selecting the paper source (bin 1 or bin 2)

When the double-bin cut-sheet feeder is installed, you need to select the
paper source (bin 1 or bin 2) using your application or the printer’s control

panel. As shown below, the high-capacity cut-sheet feeder becomes bin 1
and the second-bin cut-sheet feeder becomes bin 2.

bin 1: high-capacity

It is best to select the paper source in your application program because
software settings usually override the printer’s control panel settings.
However, if you cannot select the paper source in your application, press the
Tear Off/Bin button until the lights indicate the bin you want as shown
below. When the printer receives data, the cut-sheet feeder automatically
loads the paper from the bin you select.

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Switching between continuous paper and single-sheet
paper in the cut-sheet feeder

You can easily switch between continuous paper on a push tractor and
single-sheet paper in the cut-sheet feeder without removing the continuous

paper.

Switching to continuous paper

1. If any sheets are in the paper path, press the Load/Eject button
to eject them.

2. Move the printer’s paper release lever to the front or rear push tractor
position. Also set the paper thickness lever to the proper position for
your paper.

3. Move the cut-sheet feeder’s paper selection lever to the continuous
paper position.

Switching to single-sheet paper in the cut-sheet feeder

1. If any continuous paper remains in the printer, press the Tear Off/Bin
button to advance the paper to the tear-off position. Then tear off the
printed pages.

Caution:
Tear off any printed documents before pressing the Load/Eject button in
the next step. Reverse feeding several pages at a time may cause a paper jam.

2. Pressthe Load/Eject button. The printer feeds the paper backward to
the standby position. The paper is still attached to the push tractor but
is no longer in the paper path.

3. Move the printer’s paper release lever to the single-sheet position. Also
set the paper thickness lever to the proper position for the thickness of
your single-sheet paper.

4. Move the cut-sheet feeder’s paper type lever to the single-sheet
position.

5. Ifyouare using the double-bin cut-sheet feeder, select the bin you want
to use as described on “Selecting the paper source (bin 1 or bin 2)” on
page A-10.
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Using the Roll Paper Holder

The optional roll paper holder (#8310) allows you to use 8.5-inch roll paper
like that used with telex machines. This provides an inexpensive alternative
to using continuous paper for applications that require variable paper

lengths. Before you install and use the roll paper holder, you need to
assemble it.

Assembling the roll paper holder

To assemble the roll paper holder, follow the steps below.

1. Fit the arc bearings into the stand as shown.

2. Make sure you orient the stand and base plate as shown below. Then

place the base plate on the stand and fasten the two together with the
plastic spacing clips.
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3. Hook the tension lever onto both ends of the stand as shown below.
While pulling up the tension lever, fit the wire ends of the tension lever
into the holes in the stand. The roll paper holder is assembled.

Installing the roll paper holder
To install the roll paper holder, follow the steps below.
1. Make sure the printer is turned off.

2. Position the roll paper holder underneath the printer as shown below.
Fit the two positioning pegs on the bottom of the printer into the two
holes in the base plate.

Caution:

The roll paper holder is not fastened to the printer; only the printer’s weight
and the two positioning pegs hold it in place. If you pick up the printer, be
careful not to drop the roll paper holder.
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To remove the roll paper holder, carefully lift up the printer and pull out the
roll paper holder from beneath the printer.

Loading roll paper

After you install the roll paper holder, follow the steps below to load a roll
of paper,

1. Make sure the printer is turned off. Open the paper guide cover and
remove the paper guide base.

2. Make sure the paper tension unit is installed.

3. Set the paper thickness lever (located under the printer cover) to the
proper position for the thickness of your roll paper.

4. Set the paper release lever to the single-sheet position.

5. Cutthe leading edge of the roll paper straight across.

6. Insert the roll paper holder shaft into the center of the paper roll as
shown.
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7. Place the shaft and paper roll on the roll paper holder so the paper feeds
from the bottom of the roll.

8. Turn on the printer. Bring the leading edge of the paper up over
the rear push tractor and insert it until it meets resistance. The printer
loads the roll paper automatically.

9. Replace the paper guide base and close the paper guide cover. You are
now ready to print. The printed roll paper is fed over the paper guide
base to the back of the printer, as shown below.
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When you finish printing, open the paper guide cover and press the
LF/FF button to advance the paper. Tear off the paper using the tear-off
edge of the printer (pull it towards you for a clean cut).

Removing roll paper

Roll paper cannot be fed backward. To remove roll paper, open the paper
guide cover and remove the paper guide base, then cut the paper behind
where it feeds into the printer. Press the Load/Eject button to eject the

remaining paper.
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Installing an Interface Card

A

Follow the steps below to install an optional interface card.

1. Make sure the printer is turned off. Unplug the printer’s power cord
and disconnect the interface cable.

2. Remove the screws from the shield plate on the back of the printer and
remove the plate.

3. Slide the interface card along the slots on both sides of the interface
compartment. Firmly push in the card to make sure the connector atthe
back of the interface card is fully inserted into the printer’s internal
socket. Then replace the screws and tighten them.

Note:
Store the shield plate in a safe place; you will need to reattach it if you remove the
interface card later.

To remove the interface card, reverse the steps above.
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Cleaning and Transporting the Printer
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Cleaning the Printer

To keep your printer operating at its best, you should clean it thoroughly
several times a year. To clean your printer, follow these steps:

1. Removeany paper loaded in the printer. Make sure the printer is turned
off.

2. Remove the paper guide base. If a pull tractor or an optional cut-sheet
feeder is installed, remove it.

3. Use asoft brush to carefully brush away all dust and dirt from the
outer case and paper guide base.

4. If the outer case or paper guide base is still dirty or dusty, clean them
with a soft, clean cloth dampened with mild detergent dissolved in
water. Keep the printer cover in place and lower it until it lies flat on the
top of the printer to prevent water from getting inside the printer.

Caution:
O  Never use alcohols or thinners to clean the printer; these chemicals can
damage the printer components as well as the case.

0O Be careful not to get water on the printer mechanism or electronic
components.

Do not use a hard or abrasive brush.

Do not spray the inside of the printer with lubricants; unsuitable
lubricants can damage the printer mechanism. Contact an EPSON
dealer if you think lubrication is needed.
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Transporting the Printer

If you need to transport your printer some distance, carefully repack it using
the original box and packing materials, as described below.

Warning:

You need to move the print head by hand to remove the ribbon cartridge. If
you have just used the printer, the print head may be hot; let it cool for a few
minutes before touching it.

1. Removeany paper loaded in the printer. Make sure the printer is turned
off.

2. Unplug the power cord from the electrical outlet; then disconnect the
interface cable from the printer.

3. Remove the paper guide base.

4. Ifapull tractor is installed, remove it as described on page “Removing
the pull tractor” on page 2-31. If any options are installed, remove them
and pack them in their original boxes.

5. Make sure that the print head is not hot. Then remove the ribbon
cartridge as described in Chapter 1.

6. Remove the paper tension unit as described on page 2-22. Attach the
protective locking clips on both sides of the printer roller. Then install
the paper tension unit as described on page 2-32.

7. Make sure the tractor that comes with your printer is installed in the
front push position. See “Loading paper onto the front push tractor” on
page 2-12 for instructions.

8. Replace the transportation screw using the screwdriver that came with
the printer.

9. Repack the printer, ribbon cartridge, paper guide base and power cord
in the original packing materials and place them in the printer’s original
box.

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Glossary

ASCII
American Standard Code for Information Interchange. A standardized coding
system for assigning numeral codes to letters and symbols.

auto line feed

When this option is turned on in the default-setting mode or the EPSON Remote!
utility, each carriage return (CR) code is automatically followed by a line feed
(LF) code.

bidirectional printing

Printing in which the print head prints in both directions (bidirectionally), from
left to right and then right to left. This increases the print speed but may reduce
precise vertical alignment. Bidirectional printing is the printer’s standard
printing mode. See also unidirectional printing.

buffer
The portion of the printer’s memory used to store data before it is printed.

character table
A collection of letters, numbers, and symbols that provides you with the set of
characters used in a particular language.

characters per inch (cpi)
The number of characters that can fit in one inch of atext line, determined by the
size of the characters. See also pitch.

continuous paper
Paper that has sprocket-feed holes on both long edges, is perforated between
pages, and is supplied in a folded stack. Also called fanfold paper.

control codes
Special codes used to control printer function, such as a carriage return or line
feed, instead of printing characters.

cpi
See characters per inch.

cut-sheet feeder
An optional, detachable device that automatically feeds single sheets of paper
into the printer.

data dump
See hex dump.

default
A value settings or settings that take effect when a device (such as a printer) is
turned on, reset, or initialized. See also factory settings.
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dithering

A halftoning method in which dots are printed in a predetermined pattern to
simulate a shade or tone. Dithering works best for images with solid colors, such
as charts and graphs. See also halftoning.

dot matrix
A method of printing in which each letter or symbol is formed by a pattern
(matrix) of individual dots.

draft

The print mode used by your printer when you select Draft as the font. The Draft
font uses fewer dots per character for faster printing. See also high-speed draft and
near letter quality.

driver
See printer driver.

ESC/P

Abbreviation for EPSON Standard Code for Printers, the system of commands
your computer uses to control your printer. It is standard for all EPSON printers
and supported by most application software for personal computers.

factory settings

The configuration settings for a computer or printer that are set at the factory. If
the device reverts to these settings when initialized, they are called default
settings, see also default.

fanfold paper
See continuous paper.

font
A style of type designated by a name such as Roman or Sans Serif.

form feed (FF)
A control panel button and control code that advances the paper to the next top-
of-form position.

halftoning

A method of using dot patterns to represent an image. Halftoning makes it
possible to produce varying shades of gray using only black dots, or a nearly
infinite array of colors using only a few colors of dots. See also dithering.

hex dump

A troubleshooting feature that helps identify the cause of communication
problems between the printer and the computer. When the printer is in hexdump
mode, it prints each code that it receives in hexadecimal notation as well as in
ASCII codes that stand for characters. Also called data dump.

high-speed draft

A draft printing mode you can select using the printer’s default-setting mode or
the EPSON Remote! utility. High-speed draft uses a minimum number of dots
per character to produce extremely high-speed printing. See also draft and near
letter quality.
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interface
The connection (via a cable) between the computer and the printer through
which print data is transmitted to the printer.

initialization
Returns the printer to its default settings (a fixed set of conditions).

landscape

Printing that is oriented sideways on the page. This orientation gives you a page
that is wider than it is high and is useful for printing spreadsheets. See also
portrait.

line feed (LF)
A control panel button and control code that advances the paper one line space.

micro adjust
A printer feature that allows you to precisely adjust the tear-off and top-of-form
positions.

near letter quality(NLQ)

The print mode used by your printer when you select Roman or Sans Serif as the
font. Printing with near letter-quality fonts provides better readability and
appearance at a reduced print speed. See also draft and high-speed draft.

paper positions

There are three paper positions for continuous paper printing: standby, tear-off,
and top-of-form. For single-sheet printing, there is only the top-of-form position.
See also standby position, tear-off position, and top-of-form position. For detailed
information on these positions, see “Paper positions” on page 5 of the Glossary.

pitch
The size of the font, which is measured in the number of character per inch (cpi).
The standard is 10 cpi. See also character per inch.

platen
The black roller that provides a backing for the paper during printing.

portrait

Printing that is oriented upright on the page (as opposed to landscape, in which
printing is sideways on the page). This is the standard orientation for printing
letters or documents. See also landscape.

printable area
The area of a page on which the printer can print. It is smaller than the physical
size of the page because of margins.

printer driver
A software program that sends commands for using the functions of a particular
printer.

reset
To return a printer to its default settings.

resolution
A measure of the amount of detail that can be represented. Resolution
of printed images is measured by using the number of dots per inch (dpi).

self test
A method for checking the operation of the printer. When you run the
self test, the printer prints the characters stored in its ROM (Read Only Memory).

standby position
The position of your continuous paper when it is attached to the tractor but not
loaded in the printer. See also page 5 of the Glossary.

Tear Off Bin button

A control panel button that feeds the perforation of continuous paper to the
tear-off position. When pressed again, the paper feeds back to the top-of-form
position.

tear-off position

The position of your continuous paper when you finish printing if the auto tear-
off mode is on or if you press the Tear Off/Bin button. Using the micro adjust
feature, you can adjust the tear-off position so that the paper’s perforation is
aligned with the printer’s tear-off edge. See also page 5 of the Glossary for paper
positions.

top-of-form position

The position on the paper that the printer recognizes as the first printable line.
This is the default top margin position. See also page 5 of the Glossary for top-
of- form positions.

unidirectional printing

Printing in which the print head prints in one direction only. Unidirectional
printing is useful for printing graphics because it provides precise vertical
alignment. You can select unidirectional printing using the printer’s default-
setting mode or the EPSON Remote! utility. See also bidirectional printing.
