You can use your pictures in many different types of 
applications, such as word processors, presentation 
programs, spreadsheets, database managers and page 
layout and desktop publishing packages.

If your application supports OLE2 (such as Microsoft® 
Word 97® and WordPad®, for Windows only) or 
TWAIN (such as Adobe® Photoshop® 5.0 and 
Microsoft PictureIt!® 2.0), you can directly transfer 
your photos from your camera to your documents.

If your application does not support OLE2 or TWAIN, 
you need to save your photos as JPEG, BMP, PCX, or 
PICT (for Macintosh) files, and then open them from 
within your application.

If you are not sure whether your application supports 
OLE2 or TWAIN, give it a try. If it does not work, you 
can always insert the photo by first saving it and then 
opening it from your application.
